We know that the children who swim with us year-round continue to improve their swimming skills and achieve 
their next certificates, while increasing their confidence in and around the water. Here are some tips on how to 
beat the winter chills when swimming with us this winter.  
 

Winter Swimming Tips: 
 

¤ Ensure the children are dry and wrapped up warmly after their lesson  
¤ Use a towel and hair dryer (provided in change rooms) to dry hair  
¤ Wear warm clothes, such as beanies and scarves, to and from the pool.
